NOTES: 
1. Only full members have voting rights in the club.

2. Family membership includes all parents and children aged 18 or under on 1st January in the same family (This does not include extended families).  Any child over the age of 18 must join as an intermediate Senior member in their own right.

You must complete a Junior details form (on the back of a Junior form) for every Junior in your family and, for insurance purposes,  these must have the names of all the adults responsible for supervising the Juniors who will need to access the Club premises.
3. Social Membership is for non-playing guests who want to use the clubhouse facilities.   This does not include all adults supervising Juniors who must join as adult supervising members for access purposes via the Junior membership application.
4.The Membership Joining Fee is a one-off payment for new members or late rejoining members.
5. Guests are seasonal members and must be signed in by full members and may use facilities up to 4 times before being required to join the club. The guest fee is £4 per session.
6. Seasonal members such as students at home for vacation should contact the membership secretary directly to determine conditions and fees payable.

7. 50-50 club, 50% of 50-50 money goes straight to the club. The other half, along with that of other 50-50 club member, will go into the pot for the monthly draw. On the last Friday (club night) of every month, except January, we draw out three numbers and cash prizes of £25, £15 and £10 are sent to the lucky winners.   January winners will be drawn in mid-February.
8. New full and associate members joining after April will pay 10% of the full fee for every month remaining in the year plus the £20 joining fee.
TENNIS STANDARDS

Level 1 - Beginners Tennis - players who are just starting, or have recently started, to play tennis and are still working primarily in maintaining a rally, or they have not played since leaving school.

Level 2 - Improvers Tennis - players who have developed more consistency with rallying but who may have obvious stroke weaknesses, particularly with backhand shots.

Level 3 - Intermediate Tennis - players who can play shots with more confidence and accuracy but who lack control and direction when looking for more power.

Level 4 - Club Tennis - players who may be playing some competitive tennis, and also in regular 4's, but who may have individual areas of weakness and would benefit from a greater understanding of spin and tactics.

Level 5 - Match Players - players who can maintain and control rallies; are comfortable volleying and playing at the net in general; can use power with control when necessary; know when to use lobs, spin and slice and have good tactical awareness.

Level 6 - County Players - players looking to play at the highest levels in the County i.e. Division 1 standard.
